Course Numbering System

A course’s level of instruction is shown by the number assigned
toit:

Number Type of Course

1t0 99 Preparatory and remedial (noncredit)
100 to 299 Lower-division

300 to 499 Upper-division

500 to 599 Advanced undergraduate or graduate
600 to 799 Graduate

Credit-Hour Designations

One semester hour of credit represents a minimum of one hour of
instruction per week in a semester or two hours of instruction per
week in a term (e.g., a three-hour class will meet at least three
hours per week). The three-number code that appears in
parentheses immediately after each course title has the following
significance:

First number Semester hours of credit

Second number Class hours of lecture, recitation, or seminar
meeting per week

Third number Laboratory hours required per week or hours

of field study or individual research per
week, beyond the hours shown in the second
number

ea. Credit-hour designation applies to each registration

cannot be repeated to raise the grade received; all
grades will be counted because it is assumed that the
subject matter varies from time to time.
